
This would then enable us to bring 
out teams who will be involved in 
the renovation of this building in 
spring ready for the summer camps

Building:  
The contract on our rented 
premises ended in May, but we 
were able to secure a temporary  
contract until the end of September.  
We are currently investigating 
various properties to rent in 
Shengjin. We’re not sure what the 
outcome will be, with reference to 
buying a multipurpose building due 
to the great funds involved. The 
value of the pound is dropping in 
Albania, and has lost around a 
quarter of its value since last year 
and at the same time prices are 
rising fast.   
 
Project ‘Baywatch’, 
Unfortunately “Baywatch” didn’t 
happen as usual this summer, as 
local council attempted it them 
selves and there were issues with 
corruption. But we hope to further 
the project in a different way next 
year. This would involve the 
training of staff, at a local clinic, 
who would then be able to train 
young people in Shengjin in first aid 
skills and basic life saving, all in 
cooperation with the local school in 
Shengjin.
